Beginners Machine Quilt Group: This is a wonderful introductory course delivered by 
Anne Ray.  You will make a lovely quilt and whilst doing so learn how to rotary cut, 
machine piece, baste your quilt for machine quilting and finally bind and label it. With 
Anne guiding you through every stage of quilt making, we hope this will be your first quilt 
of many!

This day class uses rotary cutting techniques and your sewing 
machine; you are expected to have some basic knowledge of both.
